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Innovation and practice of teaching strategies in modern literature works —— Take Suzhou Garden
as an example
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Abstract:  This paper takes Ye Shengtao's Suzhou Garden as an example to discuss the innovative strategies and practical
methods of modern literature works in Chinese teaching. By analyzing the text characteristics of Suzhou Garden and combined
with the modern educational theory, the innovative teaching strategies such as situational teaching, interdisciplinary integration,
multimedia assistance are put forward more in line with the characteristics of the contemporary era, and the innovative
strategies and practical methods are put forward to improve students' literary literacy, aesthetic ability and cultural cognition.
This paper also summarizes the implementation effect of these strategies, which provides a reference for the teaching of modern
literature works.
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
