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Abstract: The COVID-19 pandemic has caused a systemic shock to the global cultural and tourism industry and profoundly
reshaped its development pattern. Focusing on Hubei Province and combining domestic and international recovery practices
and data, this paper analyses the true state of the industry in the post-pandemic era. Currently, Hubei displays multi-dimensional
recovery characteristics, such as the "Yi-Jing-Jing-En" regional coordination, the spread of smart infrastructure, cross-sector
integration, and green urban-rural synergy. However, deep difficulties remain beneath the surface of prosperity: small and
medium-sized scenic areas are limited by an economy based on ticket sales, consumption polarisation is worsening the
Matthew effect, there is a shortage of multi-skilled talent, and international services are lagging. This paper aims to objectively
present the current status and dilemmas of Hubei’s cultural and tourism development to provide an academic reference for
understanding industrial restructuring.
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
